Henry Harper explained that there is approximately $700,000 to be awarded for regional grants.  Applicants will select from four evidenced-based programs; and localities with high level of need and limited resources will be selected will be selected for participation. There will be a grant awarded in the Central Virginia area.

Grantee Presentation:
Britney Walton of the American Lung Association presented on their evidenced-based program, “Not On Tobacco” (NOT).  Not On Tobacco is a theory based total health approach to adolescent tobacco cessation. Whose goal is to improve the lung health of Virginia youth by empowering youth to quit or reduce cigarette use, increase healthy lifestyle behaviors and life management skills over a ten-week period.
