· There will be no North Region allotment of funding. Instead, we’ll rank each proposal and then it depends on the rest of the state.

· Lisa asked if each Board member wanted to look at all 13 proposals or split them up. The Board decided to review all applications that are submitted.  

· By the time we leave our next meeting on May 10th, we’ll have a dollar figure and ranking for recommendations.

· If # of kids or programs is reduced in proposal, there needs to be a clear reason (ex: goal last year was too ambitious)

· Lisa passed out samples of new radio commercials.

· VTSF is conducting another Youth Tobacco Survey in September 2005

· Lisa gave the Board a handout on recent tobacco bills, including the # of states most likely to go smoke free.
