Business
Grantee Presentations:

Jeanette Phillips presented activities in Carroll County Schools with Life Skills Training Program. Jeanette has incorporated numerous interactive activities with students to keep the interest level up for the LST classroom training.
Becky Sensky and Jo Hutton shared outcome statistics for their LST and NICOteen program. Comparison statistics were shared from 2000 and 2006. All risk factors are decreasing. Bristol Youth Services is implementing the YRBS (Youth Risk Behavior Survey) survey every two years.
VTSF Updates:
The 1yr. RFP for FY09 will be released in January as a letter of intent. Those accepted will be invited to a two-day workshop to provide technical assistance with completing the full RFP application.
It is possible that an additional RFP will be released to expend left over funding from this year. A brainstorming session was conducted to gather suggestions.

Board of Trustees Update:
Rickie Fulcher gave an update from the Board of Trustees to include a report of $9 million more dollars to be received from the Master Settlement for 2008. It is the hope of the Board that this money be directed to VTSF for more direct service programming.
The YdoUthink.com website earned top honors at Los Angeles’ W3Awards for web creativity.  In addition, there will be a ydouthink “Veeay All Access Party” held in Abingon on November 3, 2007 for 10-15 year olds.  
Prevention Connections received a grant from CDC to serve as a test site for a revised Youth Tobacco Survey (YTS) tool.  This survey will be conducted in conjunction with the VTSF YTS making Virginia one of two states serving as test sites for the new instrument.  Prevention Connections is seeking board members. Informational brochures were given out for distribution.
Jenny reported on new regional blog site. This will be used as the main line of communication for grantees in each region. The SW Regional site address is:
