· Six of 23 three-year grant applications were funded by the SW region.  There was much discussion about the level of competition, as there were several very good grants that were denied simply due to lack of resources.  

· Upcoming RFP #852P007 is a one year grant and was released on January 19, 2006. Grantees from 2006-07 grants are not eligible to apply.  One-year grants will be available for the next three years; each year will require a new application.   Toby Jordan and Kim Brown volunteered to serve as reviewers on the statewide panel in Staunton in April.  
· Y-Street Training will be held in April somewhere in the western part of the state.  Further information will follow.
· VA Forum on Youth Tobacco Use Conference will be held on March 29-30.

· RAB Recognition and Training Event will be held in Staunton on April 18-19, 2006.  All members are encouraged to attend this fun and informative event!  New marketing approaches for the Ydoyouthink? campaign will be shared.
