One-year grants will be available for the next three years; each year will require a new application. · Y-Street Training will be held in April somewhere in the western part of the state.  Further information will follow.
· VA Forum on Youth Tobacco Use Conference will be held on March 29-30.

· RAB Recognition and Training Event will be held in Staunton on April 18-19, 2006.  All members are encouraged to attend this fun and informative event!  New marketing approaches for the Ydoyouthink? campaign will be shared.

· Special Project Mini-Grant Information- $25,000 for each of the nine regions (limit $4,000 per grant) will be available soon.  The application can be found on the VTSF website.
