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VTSF Awards $1.65 Million in New Youth Tobacco-Prevention Grants 
Grants will directly reach more than 23,000 kids statewide
Richmond, VA – The Virginia Tobacco Settlement Foundation (VTSF) Board of Trustees has awarded $1.65 million in one-year grants to 42 youth organizations statewide, including school systems, youth centers and faith-based organizations.
Educational programs that help prevent and reduce youth tobacco use will directly reach more than 23,000 children statewide from preschool to age 18. The 42 new grantees (see below list) were chosen from 62 submitted proposals, and each grantee will receive varying amounts not to exceed $75,000 for a contract period that will run from July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009. The programs funded by this grant range from Al’s Pals, a preschool program utilizing puppets and music to teach about making healthy life choices, to programs aimed at helping high schoolers resist peer pressure and increase self esteem.
“Our grantees have a very important mission,” says VTSF Executive Director Marty H. Kilgore, “because approximately 80 percent of today’s adult smokers began smoking before the age of 18.”
