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VTSF Releases FY 2006 Annual Report
Achievements include continued declines in teen smoking rates
RICHMOND, VA – FY 2006 was another good year for youth tobacco prevention at the Virginia Tobacco Settlement Foundation, which has released its FY 2006 Annual Report.
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Among other positive results, the report notes that the number of Virginia public high school students who have ever tried cigarettes has fallen from 62% when the VTSF began its tobacco-use prevention work in 2001 to 49%.
