Virginia’s largest teen street team hits Norfolk’s streets 
NORFOLK — Can anybody tell us why smoking isn’t stupid?

That’s the message that more than 1,000 Virginia teens have been carrying to their peers as members of Y St., the largest teen street team in the commonwealth. 

Part of the Virginia Tobacco Settlement Foundation’s popular ydouthink marketing campaign, Y St. (http://ystreet.ydouthink.com) sponsors events and parties every month for its high school-age members across the state, while teaching influential teens to carry an important message to their peers in a fun way. So far, Y St-ers have reached more than 10,000 other Virginia teens, delivering relevant news facts like teen smokers are more likely to get belly fat and their zits last longer. 

The next batch of Y St-ers start training Saturday April 22 from 2 p.m. to 10 p.m. at Jillians, 333 Waterside Dr. Other sessions will be held in Roanoke, Reston and Richmond. About 100 to 120 teens are expected to attend.
The training sessions are being hosted by Rescue Social Change Group, a San Diego-based marketing company engaged in “social branding” — creating lasting positive lifestyle changes by building self-sustaining movements like Y St. Rescue’s president, 22-year-old Jeff Jordan, founded his company at age 17 while he was still in high school. Rescue’s largest client is VTSF, which was created by the General Assembly in 1999 to direct Virginia’s youth tobacco-use prevention efforts.
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
